We have been all over East Africa (your author 

here being one of them, with plans for another one!), we have made an im-

pact in our local community over the years through our various missions, and 

this month we expand our outreach by hosting World Vision on Sunday, Feb-

ruary 6th. 
 

Resilient, flexible, energized….this is how I see us as we are ever poised for 

God‘s fresh missionary call each and every day.  Wear the world loosely 

friends, and allow God to speak a call into your life.

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Many years ago I began my 

first visit to England by 

attending Evensong at 

Canterbury Cathedral.  The Red 

Dean (so called for his strong 

communist sympathies) was 

preaching, and began by 

venting that his series of six 

sermons had been interrupted 

by the necessity of squeezing in 

a guest preacher the week 

before.  I shall have to take the 

blame myself for last month‘s 

interruption of this series of 

articles, but I thought that 

something more seasonal would 

be appropriate then. 
 

To return then to our topic, we 

look today at the Prayer Book 

which some of us will 

remember from our younger 

days – the 1928 American Book 

of Common Prayer.  As with 

the 1892 book, this revision was 

many years in the making 

starting with the appointment of 

a commission for this purpose 

at the 1913 General 

Convention.  Subsequent 

conventions considered 

numerous proposals, approving 

a number of them while others 

were either rejected or in some 

cases never made it to a vote in 

at least one house.  
 

It should be noted that (again, 

as in 1892) each proposal was 

considered individually so that 

right up to the end proposals 

which had been approved at one 

convention could still be 

rejected individually on second 

reading, rather than requiring 

the whole package to be acted 

on as a take it or leave it 

proposition.  Proposals that 

were approved at various stages 

but then rejected in the final 

book (some were adopted in 

various forms for the current 

Prayer Book) include the 

addition of several minor holy 

days to the Calendar, the 

inclusion of the Benedictus qui 

Venit (―Blessed is he that 

cometh . . .‖) after the Sanctus, 

and the provision of a form for 

setting apart a deaconess.  One 

amusing proposal was the 

suggestion by one (very Low 

Church) deputy, Thomas 

Massey, that ―Christmas‖ be 

changed to ―Christtide‖ – this 

failed when another deputy 

suggested he change his name 

to Thotide Tidey. 
 

Some significant changes that 

were adopted included more 

specific commendations of the 

dead in the ―Prayer for the 

Whole State of Christ‘s 

Church‖ and in the Burial 

Office, the omission of a few 

seldom used services, the 

combination of three separate 

Baptismal orders (public, 

private, and adult) into one, and 

several provisions for 

streamlining services, such as 

shortening Morning Prayer 

before the Communion, 

omitting the Ten 

Commandments except once a 

month, and optionally omitting 

the Confession at the beginning 

of Morning and Evening Prayer 

on most occasions.  

 

J. P. Morgan and John Updike 

collaborated once again in 

publishing a Standard Edition, 

as they had for the 1892 

Book.  This printing lacked the 

page borders and other 

decorative elements of the 

earlier Standard Book; but was 

noteworthy for its strong 

typography and the careful 

arrangement of the texts.  A

I should add that the Prayer 

Book that I, and many of 

you,  actually remember was 

not the original 1928 edition, 

but one that included a revised 

(and in my opinion rather 

bowdlerized) table of Psalms 

and Lessons for the Daily 

Offices that was adopted in 

1940 (these changes only 

required action by one General 

Convention rather than 

two).  The old provision for 

reading the psalms in order 

through the days of each month 

remained as an option, but the 

new table allowed large chunks 

of the Psalter to be omitted 

altogether.  At the same time 

many of the lessons were 

shortened (especially by leaving 

out the naughty bits) and the 

whole schedule of readings was 

rearranged.

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World's best-known hymn began during New Year's—By Norman Collier 

For those with a spiritual 

inclination, the change from an old 

year to a new one can be a 

meaningful experience. It can be a 

time of reflection on the past and 

an opportunity for commitment to 

the future. It can be a way to see 

the presence of God in the events 

of our lives. 
 

At the end of December in 1772, 

an Anglican priest in the poor 

parish of Olney sat down to 

prepare his New Year's Day 

sermon. The text of his sermon was 

based on a section of the story of 

King David, when Nathan the 

prophet tells him that he and his 

descendents would be enthroned 

forever as kings of Israel. 
 

And when David - a former 

shepherd boy, an adulterer, and a 

murderer - heard this news, he 

responded by saying, "Who am I, 

O Lord God, and what is my 

family, that you have brought me 

thus far?" 
 

The priest was John Newton, and 

those words struck a deep chord in 

his heart as he thought about the 

year gone by and the year yet to 

come. 
 

Newton hadn't always been a 

minister. He had served in the 

British navy, but his rebellious 

spirit got him thrown off numerous 

ships, publicly flogged, and 

summarily discharged. 
 

He had led mutinies and been 

shipwrecked, and he made his 

money in the slave trade, all before 

he turned things around and 

committed his life to the ministry 

of the gospel. 
 

As he considered those days gone 

by and his subsequent 

transformation, he might very well 

have asked, as David did, "Who am 

I, O Lord God, and what is my 

family, that you have brought me 

thus far?" 
 

As was his habit, Newton set to 

work to write a hymn that would 

reinforce the themes of his New 

Year's Day sermon. In that hymn 

he would tell his poor congregation 

about the dangers and snares he 

had faced. He would reflect on the 

amazing grace that had saved a 

wretch like him. He would tell 

them how he had been lost, and 

how he had now been found. 
 

Those words of "Amazing Grace" 

were first sung on New Year's Day 

in 1773 in Newton's small parish of 

Olney. For many years, the hymn 

was scarcely sung. But when it 

surfaced in America and resonated 

with slaves in the South, the song 

touched a chord. Today it is 

undoubtedly the most widely 

known hymn in the world. 
 

But it all began in that little dark 

study in the dying days of one year, 

as Newton took stock of the past 

and reflected on God's hand in his 

life. This New Year's Day, we too 

can look on the past with grateful 

hearts at what God has done in our 

lives, and prepare to sing God's 

praise with our lips and with our 

lives. 

My heart wrenched with pain and 

grief at the thought of the tragic 

death of my dad.  I cried out to 

God in my heart during Healing 

Sunday and pondered his death 

amidst testimonies of life- saving 

answered prayer.  How is it that I 

love and trust Christ despite this 

recent tragedy? How is it that 

others turn bitter towards Christ in 

times of trouble?  It is faith! That 

pure gift of grace that comes 

down from the Father.  He grants 

us the gift of faith!  As I turned to 

thank Christ, despite my breaking 

heart, chin lifted high, I found 

myself face to face with the 

crucified Christ suffering and 

dying there on the newly 

refurbished cross.   
 

―Things didn‗t work out for my 

dad; Things didn‘t work out for 

you either,‖ I muttered sadly.  

Then a moment passed and 

revelation sprung forth! Joy came 

pouring in, as I processed the truth 

that Christ‘s death on the cross 

isn‘t the end of the story; he rose 

again to new life and ascended 

into heaven; his suffering and 

death saved us all!   Things did 

work out for Christ! Death came, 

not as his disciples had planned; 

not how I planned, yet Christ‘s 

death saved the world! That would 

have been enough, but he also 

rose again; and His resurrection is 

our hope!  He ascended into 

heaven; His ascension brings us 

comfort through the Holy Spirit!  

Immediately, peace settled my 

soul, and the glory of the Lord 

shone on my upturned face. Dad‘s 

death isn‘t the end of the story! 

Not only can I know that he is in 

Heaven, but so much 

reconciliation, changed lives and 

even new Christians are birthing 

forth here on earth from this 

sudden tragedy in our family‘s 

life.  ―…unless a kernel of wheat 

falls to the ground and dies, it 

remains only a single seed. But if 

it dies, it produces many 

seeds―(John 12:24). 
 

Suffering and death is painful, but 

knowing Christ walked the same 

path that we must all walk brings 

me comfort. I will never know the 

full extent of how God is working 

out his good through my father‘s 

passing, but I can believe, contrary 

to my initial claim, that indeed 

things are working out for Dad!

Fr. Shepley opened the meeting with 

prayer.  Fr. Shepley led a devotion on

TREASURER’S REPORT (Ken Kumerle): 

Ken Kumerle was out of town and submitted his written report.  For the year 2010 we ended up almost 

$5,000 in the black.   

Income for December, ‘10 was up about $10k from December, ‘09.  Overall income for 2010 was up 

$3k from 2009. Also up from 2009 to 2010 were expenses by $11k; investment income by $27k, mis-

sion expenses by 5 k and salaries / benefits by $11k.  Amazingly we completed several capital projects 

without using any money from our endowment funds.
