L ast Sunday following a light brunch we held our annual parish meeting between 

services.

State Representative 

David Scribner spoke 

briefly and read a 

proclamation from the 

State of Connecticut 

commemorating St. Paulôs 

just completed 225 years. 

Fr. Shepley thanked 

and presented gifts to Lois 

Hunt, Mary Allen, Ray 

Ferro and Mike Healey 

whose terms expired and 

were going off the Vestry.  

The following were 

nominated and elected to 

positions on the Vestry:  

Warden - Bonnie Wanzer; Parish Clerk - David Szen; Treasurer - Ken 

Kumerle; as Vestry members - Joe Bernardo, Jim Castronova & Brian 

Werneberg; and Delegate to Diocesan Convention & Danbury Deanery - 

Cathy Schrull. 

 Treasurer Ken Kumerle reported that we finished 2010 in the black by 

almost $5,000 and that no money was drawn from our endowment funds 

in 2010.  Our endowment funds increased approximately $27,000.  

Harlan Jessup inquired about the amount of our Diocesan pledge.  Ken 

Kumerle reported it was 6 ½ % or $21,320 in 2010 and remains at 6 ½ % 

for 2011.  Finance Committee chair Mike Healey noted that we operate on a ñfaithò budget 

and the committee decided not 

to draw up an expense side 

budget this year since we ñlet 

the Lord lead us.ò 

Father Shepley summarized 

the parish register noting that 

we are growing fast and 

following up on the comments 

of the treasurer and the finance 

committee pointed out the 

ñGod pays for what he orders.ò  

He continued saying he enjoys 
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working with everyone at St. 

Paulôs, both publically and 

behind the scenes.  He said 

that his dream is that we add 

an assistant for him to help us 

assimilate the growth that we 

are experiencing. 

As old business on behalf 

of the 225th Anniversary Committee, Don Winkley presented the parish with a stained glass 

window of our Memorial Garden that will be installed in Fr. Shepleyôs office. 

In new business Cathy Schrull reported that we are having a Faith Alive weekend in 

November and that she is the chairperson of that committee. 

Also under new business our DEPO arrangement with the Diocese was discussed.  Fr. 

Shepley added that we have become lovingly involved with the Diocese, noting that he has 

been appointed to the Diocesan Stewardship 

Committee to provide a different voice and 

perspective.  He was requested to select a 

speaker for this fallôs Diocesan Stewardship 

Conference and had his choice approved.  Fr. 

Shepley also noted that Analee Kirner was 

selected to be one of two keynote speakers at 

a Diocesan Missions Conference on March 

19th. 

Debbie Barackman inquired about the 

ñPriest-in-Chargeò status of Fr. Shepley.  It 

was explained that basically that he has to be 

P-I-C for three years before we could name him Rector.  The vestry has been in contact with 

the Diocese and has been taking all the necessary steps to keep moving in that direction. 

Other topics that parishioners addressed were: supporting our ñfaithò budget, the need to 

conserve our energy usage to be good stewards, and in general the positive feeling and the 

leading of our parish by the Lord. 

We will hold the 228th Annual Parish Meeting on January 22nd, 2012 in the Parish Hall.
