A Liturgically Speaking
Local Feasts

The Prayer Book (pages 16 and 100Q001) includes special provisions for the
observance of two types of special feasts: the Feast of Dedication and the Patrgnal
Feast. Both of these are particular to each church. The Dedication, as the name suggests, is
the anniversary of the consecration of the particular church; The Patronal Feast is the |day
appointed for the patron saint (usually the saint, if there is one, after whom the church is
named).

Traditionally many saints have been regarded as patrons for various groups or causes.
St Francis for animals and St Jude for lost causes are two widely known examples.
Similarly a church, or other institution, a nation, or an individual person may look to |a
patron saint. The Reformers tended to be somewhat suspicious of this, seeing it as terjding
to put the saint in the place of God, and there is no doubt that could and did happen in
popular devotion, but the practice of simply asking the saints to pray with us to God, which
is normative among Roman Catholics, Eastern Orthodox, Old Catholics, and mgny
Anglicans should not present this problémather it is simply a practical expression of the
Communion of Saints.

In our parish the patron is obviously St. Paul, and we shall be observing his feast with
a Eucharist next Tuesday night at 6:30. In other cases it is not always so obvious; Holy
Apostles, for example refers not to all twelve but specifically to Peter and Paul who are
remembered together on Juné"29There are also many Episcopal churches which are nqt
named for saints (Trinity in Newtown and Christ in Roxbury are nearby examples) and njay
choose to make a special occasion of a Feast associated with theii raiter Titular
rather than Patronal. They may also choose a patron, and can observe both if they wish fo.

This is a continuation of our fall class of the history and th(§
importance of understanding the foundational position of the
Anglican faith as put forth in the historic document known as
the Thirty-nine Articles of Faith. The Articles, a concise and
systematic statement of the teaching of Scripture, hold a faithful summary of truth
based on the unfading Word of God. Out of the Sixteen@entury Reformation, the
original articles, written by Archbishop of Canterbury Thomas Cramner (1533556),
were adopted as the Thirtynine Articles of Faith by the Church of England as its doc-
trinal position in 1571. The Articles have been incorporated into the Book of Common
Prayer since that date and continue to be used as a statement of faith, as a standard for
Christian ministers, as a guide in shaping liturgy and church practice, and as a stimulus
for growth in Christian understanding.
