À Butternut Squash Bisque 

 

S auté onion in oil and butter in a large pot until softened but not browned. 

Add garlic, apples, salt, pepper, cinnamon and maple syrup.  Sauté until the garlic and 

apples soften.  Adjust heat so nothing burns. 

Add squash and sage, rubbing the sage as you drop it into the pot to release more of its 

essential oils.  Sauté until the squash begins to soften. 

Add the vegetable stock, stir, cover and let simmer until the squash is cooked through. 

Adjust seasonings, if necessary. 

Remove from heat and blend until smooth (I use an immersion blender or you can process 

in a blender in batches).   

Ladle into bowls and garnish with a drizzle of heavy cream and top with a few almonds. 

Ingredients: 

1 T olive oil 

1 T butter 

1 medium onion, chopped 

2 cloves garlic, chopped 

1 T fresh sage, finely chopped 

¼ c. pure maple syrup 

1 lg. butternut squash, peeled, cored and chopped 

1 apple, peeled, cored and chopped 

2 tsp. salt 

1 tsp. pepper 

¾ tsp. ground cinnamon 

32 oz. vegetable stock 

Heavy cream (optional) 

Toasted almonds (optional)
