A  9.0 magnitude earthquake and 

resulting tsunami struck Japan 

this past Friday, March 11.  The quake 

was the strongest to hit the country since 

officials started keeping records over 100 

years ago.  Adding to the crisis is an 

ongoing situation at regional nuclear 

plants, which has prompted the evacua-

tion of tens of thousands of people.  

Episcopal Relief & Development is 

supporting the response efforts of Nippon 

Sei Ko Kei (NSKK, the Anglican Communion in Japan) following the catastrophe. An 

initial contribution has already been sent to the Provincial Office to support work in the 

Dioceses of Tohoku and Kita Kanto.  The Anglican Communion in Japan is organizing 

teams with relief supplies, and 

will also launch a longer-term 

response to assist those who have 

lost so much in re-establishing 

their lives.  Currently the diocese 

is developing emergency relief 

centers while completing a more 

comprehensive damage assess-

ment to determine where addi-

tional assistance and services will 

be provided.  As communications 

improve, updates on this response 

will be provided.  Episcopal Relief & Development will continue to support the Church in 

its longer-term recovery plans.

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 À Liturgically Speaking  

The Forgotten Saint 

  

D uring the process of Prayer Book revision a number lesser Holy Days were added 

to the Episcopal Church Calendar (and many more have been added since 1979) 

and six additions were made to the major feasts.  One of these, St. Joseph, is celebrated this 

Saturday (March 19th).  Major Feasts, incidentally, are commonly referred to as red letter 

days, and minor ones as black letter days, because these colors were commonly used in 

liturgical calendars (or if printed entirely in black, a distinctive type like italics, or bold face 

would be used instead of red). 

Devotion to St. Joseph is first found in the Eastern Churches and a chapel bearing his 

name is said to have been included in the IV century Church of the Nativity at Bethlehem.  

In Western Europe it is only in the X century that we begin to find any evidence of devotion 

to Joseph. And two more centuries passed before we find his name in Church dedications 

and some local calendars.  By the XV century extensive devotion to Joseph is found in Italy 

and Spain, and among many religious orders, 

but interestingly, our saint does not seem to 

appear in any of the pre-Reformation English 

calendars.  Thus we can think of him as 

largely forgotten (in Western Europe at least) 

throughout the first millennium, and 

especially in England, well into the second.  

 The first three English Prayer Books 

(1549, 1552, and 1559) listed no black letter 

days, and did not add Joseph or any other 

feasts to those in the Sarum calendar. In 1560 

Queen Elizabeth issued a Latin edition of the 

Prayer Book which contained some 

enrichments of the English edition, including 

a long list of minor feasts from various 

sources, and this is the first instance I could 

find of Joseph in Anglican usage before or 

after the Reformation. 

Subsequently Elizabeth authorized a revised calendar for the English Prayer Book and 

some books of devotional material in Latin.  The former included a small number of black 

letter days, but did not list Joseph; the latter however retained the much fuller calendar of 

1560 including Joseph.  Later English Prayer Books up through 1662 included somewhat 

longer lists of minor feasts, but still omitted Joseph ï forgotten again. 

In this country no Prayer Book before the present one contained any black letter days, 

but as the revision process began in the sixties an official supplement was provided with an 

enlarged calendar and collects and readings for the additional holy days.  It was here that 

Joseph finally appeared in American Anglican usage, to find his way into the 1979 Book as 

a red letter feast.  Also in the XX century he began to appear in some other Prayer Books, 

including the Scottish Episcopal Book of 1929 (the earliest instance that I could find).  The 

Church of England and other national churches have also added him in recent Prayer Books 

or other alternative forms of worship. 

Thus in our own day the man who cared for Mary and nurtured our Lord, is finally 

taking his place in our devotional memories.  Outside of the liturgy, he is also remembered 

among people of Italian heritage (Iôm not but my mother grew up there introduced me to this 

one) with a special pastry called zeppole.  Almost any Italian bakery can supply them, or try 

the recipe here. - Fr. Bill Loring, Scholar in Residence
