Take the stairway to the right as you exit the sanctuary.  The restrooms are located on the 
far left, across from the kitchen.  A play area for our young ones is also set up in the parish 
hall as well as live streaming and audio of the service on a wide screen TV.  In addition, 
coloring book packages are available for youngsters to use in the pews.  If you need 
anything during the service, please feel free to ask an usher.
